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Course Description 

Social work is a practice based profession and an academic discipline. This course is intended to provide fundamental and theoretical knowledge about social work practice. It helps students to understand social problems and realities of the world and the required intervention to be made to resolve these problems. 
Course Objectives 

1. To understand the basic concepts of social problems, social work, social service, social reform and social development etc.

2. To develop understanding about historical development of Social work in India and abroad.

3 To educate students for basic and advanced practice in diverse settings and nurture the use of values, ethics and skills required for social work practice.
4 To develop understanding about various social movements in addressing social problems and prepare them to challenge social injustice and economic inequalities.
5 To understand domains in social work education in India.
6 To prepare students for professional practice and develop sensitivity towards social realities across the nation and global level.

7 To equip students with the knowledge of contemporary issues and concept regarding social work practice

Expanded Description

Social Work is all about understanding and striving to improve the lives of people in society. This field involves using social work skills and practices to create social change and find solutions to problems of vulnerable individuals and communities. It contribute to the ability of societies, communities, groups and individuals to improve the conditions in which individuals live and the overall well-being of the population. The world is changing rapidly giving rise to social and economic inequalities and injustice. Technological and digital revolution is affecting human behavior and relations and also impacts economic lives of people. There will always be people in need so the need for professional social work practitioners. Hence it is important for students to acquire fundamental knowledge about social work practice.
After the completion of the course the student will be able to understand the concept of social problems, its casual factors and social provisions to deal with these social problems. The social work students will be equipped with the meaning of social work, core values, ethics, principles, goals and objectives of social work practice. Knowledge about Historical development of social work will improve their understanding about social work practice. Further the student will gain knowledge of methods of social work and the scope of social work practice in Indian society and at global level. 
The student will also learn about Sarvodaya movement, Gandhian social work, Dr. Ambedkar and Dalit movement. It will help them to understand fundamentals of social movements in India and broaden their outlook to address social problems.
The learner of this course will develop understanding about personal qualities required for professional social workers and will provided an opportunity to inculcate the same. They will be also oriented about present status of social work in India and role of social workers, challenges and prospects

Contemporary issues such as Neoliberalism, post-modernism, multiculturalism and sustainable and people oriented development will be able understood by the students. The learners will develop understanding about social work intervention, its meaning and approaches and various levels of intervention such as micro, macro and mezzo levels. Acquiring and gaining the deep and thorough knowledge in this course will enable the student to become trained, proficient and confident social worker.

Teaching method

The course will be taught by adopting various methods such as regular classroom lectures with audio-visual equipment, group exercises, group presentations and discussions. Most of the topics will be explained with the help of power point presentations which students can collect later from the subject teacher. In order to make class more interesting and interactive, documentaries or short films will be screened during the class schedule and students will be provided with an opportunity to share their learnings and opinions on the same. 
Students will be given presentation topics in group or independently wherein they are expected to visit library, access online resources and prepare themselves. All students are expected to participate in classroom discussions and add in their perspectives on relative topics.
Classroom environment

Positive and healthy environment will be maintained as it is partnership in learning process. Respect, equal opportunities and encouragement to student will be given as to create conducive environment for learning. The teacher will facilitate active participation from students and dialogue in the classroom as to make learning meaningful. Students will be stimulated to contribute on different topics but at the same time teacher will make sure the safe and secure environment will be maintained in the class. Every student must participate and also learn to listen to others views, opinions and ideas respectfully.
Attendance and class participation


Regular attendance is expected in the classes. Student should maintain at least 75% of class attendance in the course to become eligible for appearing the examination. As per institute’s policy, continuous three day absence is a serious matter which will be brought to the notice of course coordinator and without his/her permission student will not be allowed to attend forthcoming classes.
Students will not be allowed to enter the class after teacher’s entry as to maintain the discipline and to inculcate habit of punctuality. The students will be requested to sit in the library in case of such late coming.

Policy on Academic Dishonesty 

In case of misconduct in the class during lecture time student will have to leave the class immediately and asked to submit written explanation and take a permission from course coordinator to attend next coming classes. Academic dishonesty, indiscipline, inappropriateness and plagiarism in case of assignments will not be allowed in any circumstances. In such case students will be asked to rewrite the assignment in stipulated time. 
The student shall be liable for following action if found guilty of any inappropriate behavior,

2. Rustication for limited period or permanent

3. Withdrawal of degree
